NOW THEREFORE THIS GIFT SETTLEMENT DEED FOR CHARITABLE / RELIGIOUS PURPOSE WITNESSETH AS FOLLOWS:

1) That the SETTLER has settled the above mentioned property fully described in the schedule below, for the Charitable/Religious purpose for the construction of _________________Building, in favour of the above named SETTLEE, with his / her own free will and consent, without coercion or compulsion.

2) That the SETTLEE has accepted the settlement of the above mentioned property, on behalf of the trust / institution by namely ____________.
